Born at Kodiyalbail, and ordained Priest in 1910, he 
founded the Milagres College in 1967 at the age of 83. 
He was a great Shepherd of Souls, a Builder of the 
Houses of God and Temples of Learning, Part and Parcel 
of Kallianpur, effec�ng a complete metamorphosis of it. 
The spiritual and educa�onal edifices erected by him 
are abiding monuments to his sacred memory, earning 
for him the dis�ngushed name of ‘Maker of Modern 
Kallianpur’. The people of Kallianpur remain ever 
grea�ul to him.

Born at Trasi and ordained Priest in 1931, he was the 
Vicar General and Vicar Capitular of the Diocese of 
Mangalore from 1959 to 1972 and 1964 to 1965 
respec�vely. He was a Good Samaritan, a great lover 
of humanity who offered himself unresevedly in 
sacrifice to serve, feed and lead his flock to ever-
green and new pastures. He was an unfailing 
support to the octogenerian Founder in the 
establishment of Milagres College. A builder of 
Souls and edifices, an able administrator, guide and 
friend, his name is held in benedic�on by one and 
all.

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Dr P. Gururaja Bhatt – 1924 -1978.
An educationist, Historian, ‘Father of South Kanara Archaeology’

- P. Archibald Furtado, Department of Commerce

A legendary Scholar of the 20th Century, 
our founder Principal, fondly remembered:

It is said, Historians neglected and in a 
way, resident Barkurians unaware of the 
rich heritage of Barkur. Especially after the 
fall of Vijaya Nagara Empire and more so 
thereafter during Keladi Kings, the place lost 
its prominence….  Once the capital of Alupa 
Kings with a royal fort with a palace near 
Shimhasana Gudde,   the seat of political 
power in Coastal Karnataka or Governorate 
of Vijaya Nagara rulers with a more larger 
and planned fort and palace near today’s 
NJC, (National Junior College, Barkur)   a 
prosperous commercial sea port, an all 
seasons natural harbour, then  the gate way 
to the West, especially Africa and Arabian 
Gulf countries, once housing   more than 
365 temples, Jain Basadi’s, oldest Manik 
Dinar Mosque and  centuries old Church…..
with all these distinct features, was known 
to be a holy place and a religious nerve 
centre, culturally rich and most importantly 
a planned town of yester years, a typical 
example of great Indian ethos, as   people 
from different background, faith and 
customs, living in harmony……..perhaps 
didn’t get the recognition and the status it 
naturally or rightfully deserved……!?

One can write in volumes about the each 
and every word we mentioned about 
rich forgotten past. However it’s not the 

intention of these couple of pages. As we 
were crying, complaining and regretting, 
while looking at the historical remains, 
dilapidated temples, Jain basadis, forts, - a 
‘messiah’ was born in distant Paduru near 
Karkala by name ‘Gururaja’ on 15th  June, 
1924. Hailing from an orthodox Brahmin 
family, he studied in native School and 
started his illustrious career in teaching, 
at the age of just 18 in 1942, from Attur 
Primary School, once he passed SSLC, from 
Board High School, Karkala.

Days must be difficult and after a break of 7 
years, while serving in the Jain High School, 
Moodubidre, he went to Madras and got 
enrolled for BA studies with History and 
Economics as special optional and obtained 
his BA degree in the year 1952 followed 
by BT in 1953 from Madras University. His 
thirst for knowledge was so deep, hence 
enrolled for MA studies from Banaras Hindu 
University to fetch MA in History in the year 
1956. He deservedly employed by MGM 
College, Udupi, in the year 1956 in the 
Department of History and Economics – to 
serve here for 11 great years – 1956 – 1967.

About this time, in 1966 - 67, Mons Denis 
Jerome DSouza, then parish priest and Vicar 
forane  of Milagres Church was planning, 
rather dreaming of starting a First grade 

English 
section 
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College, in Kallianpur and searching for a 
right person to lead it as ‘Founder Principal’. 
It must be a divine providence, by this time, 
a young scholar in Gururaj Bhatt at his 
youthful  43, was writing insightful writings 
in leading but very few periodicals of the 
time, both in Kannada and English, especially 
on the ‘history and culture of South Kanara’.  
Though he didn’t had his PhD qualification 
in hand, Milagrean authorities rightly 
noticed a thorough gentleman, picked an 
able administrator and teacher, a perfect 
scholar in Gururaj and appointed him as 
Principal in the just born ‘Milagres College’, 
in semi-rural Kallianpur on  11th June, in the 
year 1967.

It was a great start both for College and its 
Principal – in the very next year, in 1968, 
the prestigious University of Mysore, 
conferred Doctor of Philosophy (Ph D) for 
his exhaustive research work, titled –  ‘A 
Political and Cultural History of Tulu Nadu 
from earliest time till 1600’.

In the following years Dr. Gururaj Bhatt, 
concentrated in shaping the College from 
scratch with the great support of Mgmt, 
staff and specially sacrifices from Milagrians, 
had in place the required infra structure 
facilities, like College building, play ground 
etc. His major contribution was to have a 
state of the art modern Library with great 
and rare volumes of books. It is said though 
it was a Degree College; its Library was 
good enough to be a University – especially 
Languages, History and Commerce streams. 
Milagres provided the right exposure and 
opportunity to its Principal to implement 
his scholastic plans, discipline and inculcate 

desire for further studies in arts, as many 
of his students later served as Lecturers, 
Principals   in various Colleges.  (Dr Vasanth 
Shetty, SMS Brahmmavar, Dr Mrs Malathi 
K. Moorthy, MGM, Udupi, Augustine 
DLima, NJC Barkur….and the long list goes 
on….)  Infant College got widely recognised 
in both academic and extra-curricular 
activities, made its presence felt in sports 
and games, in the then University of 
Mysore, constantly registering ranks for its 
students…..!!

Barkur and Dr Gururaj Bhatt :

Dr. Gururaj Bhatt was a rare blend of an 
educationist and historian. The undersigned, 
being a teenager in those years recollect 
three very simple incidents.

This must be in the year 1969 somewhere 
in rainy August. A team of 6 – 7 people were 
seen near Bayiri Bettu and cleaning some 
stone tablets and statues. I was about 8 
years old, but the scene fresh in my memory 
chip. Later we were told it was Prin. Gururaj 
Bhatt and his team from Milagres College, 
studying the just excavated historical 
epigraphs and related objects…….

This must be in January, 1972. Silver Jubilee 
of National High School in Barkur. It was 
Dr. Gururaj Bhatt, who was invited as Chief 
Guest to inaugurate the ‘Silver Jubilee 
Memorial open stage’. A young Principal at 
his 45, in his address mentioned – ‘Barkur 
is the citadel for his research work….. Both 
for his doctoral thesis mentioned above and 
good number archaeological findings……’ 
(And one can find innumerable references 
in his monumental masterpiece – ‘Studies 

A little progress each day adds up to big results.” – Satya Nani
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in Tuluva History and Culture ‘published 
in 1975)  On that day, now about 50 years 
ago he appealed the citizens and public – 
‘Barkur deservedly need to have a College…. 
(Of course today Barkur do have a Govt 
College…. and I feel it happened very late i.e. 
1998, rather we were less fortunate not to 
have this facility during our College days…..)

Third incident, I just can’t forget is in 1978. 
Again a rainy 27th  August, I was in my II 
PU in NJC. A. Srinivasa Udupa, lecturer in 
Economics was our class teacher. He just 
entered the class and sat on the chair. 
(Normally he never occupies the chair, 
except while distributing the answer papers) 
How long he was sitting like that I can’t 
remember….! A notice was circulated, but he 
never read it for us, instead he started with 
a heavy heart.  ‘Today I lost my teacher….
Dr. P. Gururaja Bhatt, one who credited with 
the making of many like me as teachers, no 
more…..”  Yes as a mark of respect for one 
research historian, who introduced Barkur to 
the then world, its glorious past, shocked and 
with grief, observed a  hartal  and condoled 
his untimely, unfortunate departure from 
this world at his just 54…….!!

Though the above looks casual or normal 
things but in a simple way explains the 
personality of Dr Gururaj Bhatt – a passionate 
researcher, a supporter of higher education 
in rural locations, teacher for lifetime and 
a scholar believed in original and impartial 
research and documenting them in a way 
reaching to both mass and class at one 
go…..!

Dr Gururaj Bhatt paid visit to most of the 

historical monuments, temples, Bhandara 
Keri Mutt, forts etc in our Barkur and 
documented its historical significance. He 
photographed the pictures of various statues 
and made a scientific study to explain its 
origin, style and architectural significance. 
He regretted that, prior to 8th  Century AD 
no authentic proof / inscriptions was traced 
to infer or conclude or define what actually 
happened in this place, other than legends 
which were not accepted by Dr. Bhatt as 
facts….! However, later part of the history 
covering almost 1200 years was recorded 
/ written systematically with evidence 
found in Barkur and counter verified with 
contemporary records unearthed elsewhere 
in the Districts…..!!

A short note on: ‘Studies in Tuluva, History 
and Culture’:

“Dr Gururaj Bhatt’s life rightly a symbol 
of earnest dedication, deep erudition, 
ceaseless efforts and gifted talents which are 
reflected in his monumental work Studies 
in Tuluva History and culture…..The book 
contains many new discoveries which are 
the result of original research…This is the 
first comprehensive and exhaustive survey 
of the history of Tulu Nadu…”  D. Javare 
Gowda, former Vice Chancellor, University 
of Mysore.

Let me quote MN Deshpande, then Director 
General of Archaeological Survey of India in 
1975 - “Dr Bhatt brought to light new material 
on the art, architecture and archaeology 
of the Coastal region about which very 
little was known to the specialist and the 
intelligent common reader, as he attempted 

“The beautiful thing about learning is that nobody can take it away from you.” – B.B. King
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to reconstruct the historical perspective of 
the region and shed significant light on the 
socio religious and economic and cultural 
life of Tuluva people…….”

The above two opinions by learned men who 
read the book will serve as better testimony 
to understand this voluminous, more than 
1000 pages (452 pages of illustrations and 
equal number of pages in photographs, 
sketches etc) was a work that took 15 long 
years of studies and research, for Dr. Gururaj 
Bhatt and it will be a prized contribution and 
a most reliable reference book even this day 
for anyone who aspire for learning history or 
further research of Coastal Karnataka.

Milagres College – 1967 – 1976 – A decade 
(10 great infant years as a Centre) of 
Historical Research:

Milagres College campus was very dear to Dr 
Bhatt, as he used to spend days and nights 
over here. In other words the Institution 
and Principal complimentary to each other. 
One can notice the bulk of his research work 
both got exposed and published during this 
prime stage. He completed his Ph D while 
serving in this temple of learning. We have 
seen him parking his black ambassador in 
front of the Church, in a shed and walking 
towards the College, only after paying his 
prayerful humble respects to Mother Mary, 
even on a Sunday.

On November, 1976, at the age of 52, Dr Bhatt 
voluntarily retired as Principal with an offer 
from one of the University’s in Germany. The 
plan didn’t take off and Dr PG Bhatt naturally 
disappointed with it. However his research 
work was on and next 2 years pre occupied 

with it.   At times passionate researchers 
need support and encouragement and 
monetary support. During those Years 
University Grant Commission and other 
organisations, partially compensated 
the huge cost involved in these manual, 
laborious, on the site research works. Unlike 
in European and American Universities, the 
financial assistance here was not enough to 
meet the expenses which Dr PG Bhatt borne 
from his personal sources.

Today almost 43 years gone by, we have 
not seen such a comprehensive studies no 
individual single handed has undertaken on 
the subjects Dr PG Bhatt touched. A man 
toured from Karvar to Kasargod, Kollur to 
Dharmastalla, practically visited every known 
and unknown temple, Garody even Church 
as a part of his research and arranged the 
findings with photographs so systematically 
in those days no technological assistance, as 
we are having today. Everything was manual, 
hand written first, then typed and printed. 
Every Volume of Milagres College, Magazine 
the entire academia’s, to an extent literary 
world eagerly looking for to see what is new 
from the pen of Dr PG Bhatt…. We have seen 
basic articles written by him, still relevant in 
present day context.

Few extracts and startling facts, findings / 
revelations about ancient Barkur:

Barkur was very dear to Dr Gururaja Bhatt 
and NHSS (Present NJC) was a must visit 
location during his study trip to the place. 
Many archaeological findings were stored 
in this High School. He suggested having 
a Museum over here. Later his student 
historian Dr Vasanta Shetty, (former 

Principal) established one in SMS College, 
Brahmmavar.

Dr. P. Gururaja Bhatt un earthed n number 
of epigraphs, made arrangements to read 
them, identified various statues and its age, 
style, made a systematic studies of various 
temple architecture, summary of various 
coins minted from ‘Barkuru Gadyana’ (mint) 
and its age……..made appeals to concerned 
History and Archaeological Survey of India to 
make permanent arrangements to preserve 
historically significant sites in Barkur.

His thorough research shed light on Alupa 
Kings, longest reigning dynasty in South 
India, who ruled from Barkur throne, (later 
from Udyavara) for a record number of years. 
It was Dr PG Bhatt, who studied the Vijaya 
Nagara influence over Coastal Karnataka vis 
a vis Barakuru Rajya (Governorate).

Why Barkur always remain indebted to Dr. 
Bhatt, the man who reserved a place for 
Barkur in the historical map of India:

Today Barkur as well as its surrounding 
places are known to the intellectuals in 
History mainly because of systematic focus 
it received because of wonderful work 
done by our fore fathers. Religiously deep 
rooted and socially concerned and culturally 
interested taking interest to preserve many 
age old temples in our Barkur.

Dr. PG Bhatt strongly advocated for the 
maintenance of the large 12 water tanks in 
Barkur long ago. It is apt to note here that, 
much needed archaeological excavations 
at Vijaya Nagara fort (built by Harihara 
II) was proposed by Dr Bhatt, (along with 

“If opportunity doesn’t knock, build a door.” – Milton Berle
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many other locations like Udyavara, Basrur  
Subramanya etc) and it was only Barkur 
where a little work has been conducted, 
but not preserved….!! The awareness he 
has created while teaching in MGM and 
Milagres and as a guest speaker in various 
platforms across the district paid fairly rich 
dividends. In Barkur, at least 1- 2 old temples 
are renovated and re furbished every year 
and we are startled to see a reference to its 
historical importance spoken or recorded 
almost a half a century back by Dr P.Gururaj 
Bhatt, in his research work.

Why ‘art streams of studies’ losing its 
importance, a review:

Today, most of the Colleges are thinking and 
planning to shut down BA studies in their 
respective colleges except some language 
based and subjects like Economics having 
little demand. In other words – streams 
comprising subjects like Sociology, History 
Political Science, Geography etc have no 
takers.  Even they exist, only average students 
opting for them just to fetch a degree as it is 
mandatory for promotions and increments.

Most of the Post graduate centres in 
these subjects are finding it difficult to 
carry on with the permission granted by 
the University. One of my friends gave an 
example of a peculiar centre wherein his 
friend is a professor, struggling to have 
10 enrolments / students in an academic 
year…..! Not long ago in 60’s and 70’s a BA 
/ MA graduate enjoyed great respect in the 
society and today all opting for Science and 
Computers…..Alas, it’s not a healthy sign. 
Is it sufficient to have only Commerce and 

Science graduates….? Thank God till Class X 
these subjects are still exist in the syllabus 
and taught……!!

Diminishing interest in History in today’s 
generation may be a result of many 
reasons…. and to an extent treating it as 
a less useful subject both by educators 
and learners…. and may be deciding 
authorities themselves not aware of their 
past….. Systematic and scientific study of 
History must be encouraged otherwise, the 
threat of treating fiction as facts, believing 
hearsay stories as real incidents will lead to 
misunderstanding and absence of which, 
the innocent people are easily carried away 
with emotions….!?

Dr P. Guru raj Bhatt was one such historian 
always recorded and accepted facts in his 
research work will be a model to all of us. 
A man carried on his research against many 
odds and inconveniences, for he was hunting 
and searching for facts. Once something 
discovered he revealed it plainly. And him, 
it was the duty of a researcher to make the 
truth known, even it was liked or not….
In this path and process, he was criticised, 
even threatened by some orthodox section 
of society but he never gave up his mission 
or compromised…..Today we need that 
conviction and commitment….!

We are approaching to reach a milestone 
– ‘Birth Centenary of Dr. P Gururaja Bhatt in 
2024’. Hope, the beneficiaries and admirers 
of their teacher, guide, research historians, 
with the co-operation of late Dr PG Bhatt’s 
family members etc will plan something 
better to preserve the 700 plus articles 

“Every accomplishment starts with the decision to try.” – Gail Devers
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written by Dr Bhatt on various occasions, 
on subjects varying from, archaeology, 
Iconography, Numismatics, art and 
architecture, epigraphy, education, Culture 
etc, so that coming generation benefit…..
His unfinished works may be taken up by 
modern day Historians and students…..Let 
the annual series of lectures to remember 
this great teacher and scholar be made 
better known in the society…..!!

With respectful remembrance of a great 
soul of Dr. P. Gururaj Bhatt and calling a 
close with acknowledgements and credit to 

various sources we referred while preparing 
this small essay.

More than a century old ‘University of 
Mysore’, the first in Karnataka, established 
in the year 1916, published a  ‘List of 10 
Great Researchers of the Century’, as a 
Memorial of its Centenary Celebrations, in 
2016 -2017, and Dr Gururaj Bhatt’s name 
finding a place in this pre-eminent elite list 
itself speaks in volumes of the value of his 
quality contribution…..and a proud feeling 
to all of his admirers…….!!

Macaulay to Murthy

1. Introduction
The colonial India‟s famous (sic) Viceroy 

John Macaulay and the modern Bharat‟s 
charismatic entrepreneur N R 
Narayanamurthy are perhaps two unique 
personalities who have shaken up the Indian 
education system.

Of course, it may be an odd comparison, 
yet they are remembered for setting a trend. 
The former was powerful enough to initiate 
the supply-side moves but the latter too 
is not a midget. The moves of Murthy and 
Indian Corporate world - „IndiaInc‟ - mates 
at the demand-side changed the rules of the 
game not only in the corporate circles but 
even at the job scene.

Lord Macaulay introduced the modern 
college education in which landed gentry 
had privileged entry into the portals of 
colleges mainly based in cities. His police 
State had a very small measure of welfare 
content and hence both the ruralites and 
the less-privileged had limited access. 
Mandate was clear: English education 
must be for culturing the Babus (read, ICS) 
to beef up revenue collection and for rolling 
out the clerks meant for civil and accounting 
services. Those who were strong in „bookish 
hard skills‟ – technical/subject skills that 
were imparted in classrooms – secured high 

percentages in degree-qualifying exams, 
sailed smoothly into the civil service and 
served or still serving till their superannuation. 
Largely these mandarins enjoy STD (Serve-
Till-Death) benefits from State exchequer. 
The present day development machinery 
consisting of face-less, tongue-stitched, 
file-filling and paper-minded bureaucracy 
without requisite ‘people skills’ reminds 
us the Macaulay’s legacy. Ironically, even 
after seven decades and odd years after 
independence, Macaulay’s schema still 
remains under the university controlled higher 
education system, of course, with occasional 
cutting and pruning, throwing a blind eye on 
whatever is happening in labour market.

Narayanamurthy represents the new 
generation IT & BT entrepreneurs who placed 
India on the map of fast emerging economies. 
Mainly for these entrepreneurs, quite often, 
Information Technology (IT) and ITeS (IT 
enabled Services) are regarded as the Viagra 
for Indian economy. Internet technology-
based business process outsourcing (BPO), 
the concept of global village and the wired 
economy have not only offered many 
openings for youth both at national and 
trans-national level, but at the same time 
changed the rubrics of employment as well. 
In fact, the ICT charisma changed scenario 
of the derogatory Hindu rate of growth

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(about 3%) of national economy to a rate 
of nearly double digit figure. Apart from 
it, the liberalization policy of 1990‟s opened 
the floodgates of business opportunities 
to the awakened Indian entrepreneurial 
minds leading to healthy rate of Start-
ups, mergers and amalgamations, and 
acquisitions of corporate enterprises across 
the globe, scaling a new height of multi-
billion dollars. Just within two decades, the 
demand for „industry-ready‟ employable 
youth increased manifold from corporate 
world mainly in IT, manufacturing Banking, 
Insurance, Financial Services (BIFS), Aviation, 
Telecom, Retail, and Real Estates, and thus, 
reduced the attraction for civil service 
considerably. Furthermore, the terms of 
employment too changed drastically into 
„gig economy‟: no space for permanent 
employment, no job security and no social 
security benefits like pension. High attrition 
rates are dissuading the employers against 
spending much on employee training and 
skill up-gradation. In turn they intend, the 
burden of training, to be shifted to schools 
& colleges. Hence, the prominence given 
to „hard – soft‟ skills slowly transformed 
itself into a „soft-hard‟ proposition. It is 
not an exaggeration to mention that the 
horde of „right talented youth‟ – passing 
out of professional and general education 
colleges – not only dream about princely 
salary but even many of them pocketed it in 
a large measure by riding on the booming 
economy. Alas! There is a rider. Not all 
aspiring can become members of Ali-Baba’s 
tribe (become rich by gaining continuous 
access to income and wealth in Unicorns/

Start-ups but not in ancient caves!!); but 
only those who have mastered the soft skills 
and could chant „open sesame‟ at every 
corporate calling.

At this juncture it is relevant to answer 
a few questions at two levels. At level one, 
the issues to be discussed will be: Is there 
any antiquity of the idea of soft skills? Are 
„soft skills‟ Hard skills universally talked 
about or is it pronounced more in India? 
Can one acquire the soft skills through 
training and counseling? How far soft skills 
can be imparted? At level two: What makes 
rural college distinct from others? What 
are the challenges before the rural colleges 
as responsive service deliverers as well as 
the rural graduates/post graduates as the 
service recipients?   Level one issues are 
analysed in the succeeding section and level 
two are elaborated in section three.
2. The Mystic of Soft skills and Hard Skills

Both practitioners and academicians have 
no consensus as to what constitute soft skills. 
If academicians prescribe that common skills 
like group discussion, case analysis, role play, 
pick and speak, debating, extempore speech, 
product launch, press meet (popularly mock 
press or stress-interview), word fusion and 
other out-of-the-box thinking skills as soft 
skills; the industry experts and consultants 
have brought altogether different skills like 
data fluency telephone and email etiquette, 
under the brand name corporate soft 
skills. For instance, Sarvesh Gulati, Chief 
of Softspan ( India) Pvt Ltd, a consulting 
firm at New Delhi, grouped corporate soft 
skills as emotional intelligence, business 
communication skills, time management,

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leadership and team building, customer 
relationship management, stress 
management, negotiation skills, business 
and social etiquette including cross-cultural 
etiquettes. However, both concur that many 
of these skills are leadership skills which 
can be cultivated through coaching and 
training. In corporate circles, it is common 
to hear: IQ (intelligence quotient) gets you 
hired but EQ (emotional quotient) gets you 
promoted. Soft skills are all about emotional 
quotient.

The English word „soft‟ often fails to 
convey the depth and potential of the 
phrase soft skills. One can trace the origin 
of the phrase „soft skills‟ to the US. Also 
known as attitudinal training, this gathered 
momentum in the early 1960‟s and 70‟s 
with many motivational gurus like Dale 
Carnegie and Zig Zigler. Wide acceptance 
of soft skills in India is a fairly recent 
phenomenon particularly with the advent 
of the IT and ITeS sectors. Globalisation of 
the industries and job scene has suddenly 
found wanting in the area of soft skills. 
Contemporary corporate bigwigs feel 
that if there is mismatch between hard 
skills and soft skills, it leads to lowering of 
productivity. Eventually it leads to fitment 
problems in multinational environment. 
Flourishing Multi-channel retailing changed 
rules of the game quite faster and shifted 
employment opportunities from urban 
conglomerates to sub-urban areas. Noting 
this trend, industry experts believe that 
soft skills can be developed with training, 
coaching and internship experience. If the 
gap is not substantial, then regular and 

identified gap areas need to be worked on, 
they emphasise. The attributes for learning 
soft Skills are motivation, discipline and positive 
attitude to learn. One is never old to learn soft 
skills. Moreover, there is no fixity of soft skills; 
as society changes, soft skills do likewise.
3. The Analytical Framework

Former president A P J Abdul Kalam 
(2008) said that “Unemployability of 
the majority of Indian youth, which is a 
result of skill-deficits, is bigger crisis than 
unemployment itself”. Citing the India 
Labour Report 2007, Dr Kalam said “53 
percent of employed youth suffered some 
degree of skill deprivation, while only 8 
per cent were unemployed. In all 57 per 
cent of India’s youth suffered from some 
degree of ‘unemplyability’. Naturally the 
question arises: What is employability? The 
developed world view is that “employability 
skills are the attributes of employees, other 
than technical competence, that make 
them an asset to the employer” (Buck & 
Barrick, 1987: 29). These employability 
skills include reading, basic arithmetic 
and other basic skills, problem solving, 
decision making, and other higher-order 
thinking skills; and dependability, a positive 
attitude, cooperativeness, and other 
affective skills and traits. Online Wikipedia 
defines “Employability refers to a person’s 
capability of gaining initial employment, 
maintaining employment, and obtaining 
new employment if required”. In simple 
terms, employability is about being capable 
of getting and keeping fulfilling work. 
However, in developing world context it 
may even possession of right technical/

“To be an overachiever you have to be an over-believer.” – DaboSwinney
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vocational skills and knowledge to handle 
a job. For instance, in India, about 90 per 
cent of country’s college and school output 
did not have adequate practical knowledge 
for joining work. Only 7 per cent of the 
population in the 15 to 29 age group had 
received some form of vocational training. 
In this backdrop, let us turn back to core 
issue, how the rural colleges (Figure.1) have 
to improve employability of students.

Notes: A: Represents the Government 
Regulatory Mechanism B: Represents 
the University Designed Academic Set-
up owned, private-owned public funded 
and private funded; many of them staffed, 
or understaffed with/without exposure 
to handle both hard and soft skills. Rural 
colleges, growing in number of late; stay at 
the bottom of the pyramid; many of them 
have severe systemic deficiencies. Either the 
management is lackluster or faculty is under-
equipped or uninterested to deliver student 
needs. (2) „Student Strata‟ is similar to 
population pyramid of rich, middle class and 
the poor. Rich students are small in number 
but have the freedom of choice as to the 
course and the college. The students of 
middle class are large in number, of course, 
have fair degree of choice depending upon 
the connectivity with urban centres. The 
poor, though large in number, many of 
them fail to move up to the portals of even 

government colleges leave alone private 
colleges. Many students of the last two sub-
groups have severe deficiencies of linguistic 
skills that make them unemployable when 
they come out of colleges. (2) ‘Labour 
market’, the chief beneficiary, consists of 
government, corporate and other formal/
informal sectors covering domestic, 
national and international postings. Under 
the new economic regime corporate 
sector employment is growing and the 
role of government as biggest employer is 
shrinking. To speak on the higher plane, it 
is the families of the students and the civil 
society that share the credits for creation 
of knowledge society through human 
resources development.
4. Strategies for Developing Academic 
Entrepreneurship in Rural Colleges

Academic entrepreneurship refers to 
the empowerment of academicians to 
design, develop and deliver need- based 
programmes to develop needed skill-sets. 
Educational institutions have to innovate 
like business entrepreneurs in the course 
content and delivery mechanism fostering 
global competencies among students 
leading to best practices which others 
can emulate. They have to stimulate the 
academic environment for promotion of 
quality in teaching-learning and research 
in higher education institutions. In the 
Indian conditions, risk element is lighter in 
academic field because they are the public 
service institutions existing to do well to 
society. Many of existing entrepreneurial 
educational institutions have their mission 
based on a moral absolute rather than 
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an economic issue based on cost/benefit 
calculus. As explained in the framework, it 
may be easy for city or rurban colleges to 
be entrepreneurial in the introduction of 
new courses on self-finance basis or impart 
soft skills/computer and allied skills needed 
for their wards. However, for rural colleges 
it is a different ballgame. The operational 
format of rural colleges is quite different 
to that of city or rurban colleges. This is 
because they are dealing with:
•	 Rural poor students (which is harder 

than working with the majority of rich). 
A typical rural student is a day-scholar, 
more comfortable in vernacular than 
English, rustic and less-polished in 
business etiquettes and computer skills, 
and the one who strives to manage 
two time zones – one to be devoted for 
domestic farming activities and the other 
for academic pursuits – differentiation 
between the two is less pragmatic.

•	 Co-education of youth (which is harder 
than working with unisex schools and 
colleges). Generally social mobility of girl 
students is less and hence, operational 
horizon is restricted than liberated.

•	 Students with limited exposure to 
enterprise culture (which is harder than 
working with youth of a strong enterprise 
culture).

•	 Rural population (which is harder than 
working with the urban population), in 
the context of cosmopolitan outlook to 
accept new courses and ability to share 
the cost of education in the days of self-
financing courses.

•	 Geographical differentials (which are 

harder than the institutions that have 
close access to individuals and resources 
for instructional innovation and time 
sharing of experts) that sucks up their 
invaluable resources.

The rural colleges can counter the 
locational disadvantages and vagaries of 
labour market if they adopt a strategy for 
developing academic entrepreneurship 
on campus. The designed educational 
strategy for‘balanced hard & soft-skill 
development’ has three phases: stimulatory 
activities, support activities and sustaining 
activities covering both contributory as well 
as beneficiary stakeholders. Contributory 
stakeholders i.e. the rural colleges 
consisting of both management and 
faculty have to follow the watchword ‘one 
cannot give something which one does 
not possess’. Hence, before taking up the 
below mentioned three sets of activities, 
the rural colleges have to exhibit that they 
are entrepreneurial in nature. Beneficiary 
stakeholders – the students - must possess a 
reasonable level of entrepreneurial attributes.
�� The Stimulatory Activities: Assuming 

that the rural colleges have the needed 
creative energy to develop entre 
preneurship among faculty members to 
train students in soft skills, they have to 
perform three sets of tasks - empower 
the faculty, engage the students, develop 
the system apparatus and enlighten the 
superiors. All the tasks are interconnected 
and each influencing the other.
�� Empowerment of faculty: As the fad 

for computer-allied and soft skills 
development is of recent origin, many

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of the faculty members may not have the 
awareness of its width and depth. First 
challenge is to ensure the empanelment 
of core faculty members for undergoing 
training conducted by industries or 
other leading colleges. Engagement of 
students: For many rural students the 
concept of soft skills is too alien. In such 
cases the core faculty must take care 
of two issues: creation and omission 
of a set of circumstances in which rural 
students work on new activities or 
enters a new experience, circumstances 
the existences of which reduces one’s 
perception of risk or the lack of which 
increases it beyond one’s threshold of 
an acceptable level. For instance, if 
rural students are asked to participate 
in Group Discussion (GD) or Extempore 
Speak, they hesitate mainly for lack of 
English skills. Conducive atmosphere is to 
be created wherein peers and teachers 
are sympathetic to their grammatical 
errors. Many students will come out 
of the shell and acquire higher order 
soft skills when encouraging conditions 
exist on campus. Similarly, resistance 
to work beyond structured class hours 
and to bear a „part-of-cost‟ for soft skills 
enrichment may be the other issues to 
be sorted out.
�� Develop system apparatus: Development 

of Computer and Career Coaching 
Centre at college level requires foresight 
and collaboration with corporate giants 
for funding. As per section 135 of the 
Companies Act 2013, the CSR provision 
is applicable to companies which fulfil 

any of the following criteria during the 
immediately preceding financial year:
�� Companies having net worth of rupees 

five hundred crore or more, or Companies 
having turnover of rupees one thousand 
crore or more, or Companies having 
a net profit of rupees five crore or 
more. These companies are required 
to spend at least 2% of their three-year 
annual profit towards CSR activities in 
a financial year. Given this background, 
corporate enterprises have to spend on 
development of infrastructure needed – 
high-speed internet-enabled computer 
lab, updated library with access to 
e-resources - for tenure of at-least five or 
more years on the identified rural colleges.
�� Enlightenment of superiors: 

Development of a soft-skill delivery 
system involves cost both – financial and 
non-financial. Rural colleges can hardly 
attain break-even in these innovative 
teaching initiatives, unless the college 
management fund them on the lines 
of social investment rather than pure 
business investment. For instance, 
establishment of English Laboratory with 
minimum of a dozen computers plus 
software’s, and experts to handle the 
phonetics is prohibitive unless funders 
are philanthropic. Similar is the case of 
coaching for career excellence in BIFS.
�� Support activities: The support activities 

that will arise in the second phase 
mainly consist of stabilising  initiatives on 
employability skills conducted on campus.
�� Establishment of ownership: 

Upgradation of delivery skills and

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maintenance pf trainer effectiveness 
requires ``ownership‟ among core faculty. 
The initiation zeal may dry up if there are 
jerks in the systemic management.
�� Extension of student-centric learning: 

Beyond identifying and developing 
employable skills, it is also critical to 
hone such skills on regular basis. The 
individuals who underwent skill training 
must update them with additional and 
advanced inputs on regular basis.
�� Sustaining activities: Major problems 

at this stage are related to sustenance 
of employability skills growth system 
developed over the years.
�� Establishment of norms and reforms: 

Maintenance of sustained interest 
in skills enrichment among students 
needs re-calibration both at faculty and 
management level. Establishment of 
norms and reforms (if needed) is the pre-
conditions for running skill development 
programmes on continuous basis. 
For instance, if a student joins a skill 
development programme in the first year, 
by the time he/she reaches final year s/
he might have attained a decent level of 
command over basic skills. Hence, in the 
final years it is the delivery of higher-
order skills must receive prominence.
�� Development of corpus: In the 

long run the strategy for career skills 
development will succeed if the alumnus 
joins hands with alma-mater in the 
creation of support system. A corpus 
can be developed through the donations 
received from well settled former 

beneficiaries and philanthropists. Alumni 
can also share their industry experience 
as guest faculty.
1.	 Conclusion
Macaulay might never dreamt that the 

Queen’s language with which he planned 
to destroy the Indian-ness might one day 
be used as a weapon-in-disguise against 
Brits and their ilk to rob millions of jobs in 
their mad craze for cutting cost and retaining 
competitiveness. Credit will go to the pool of 
young Indians and entrepreneurial minds for 
making it happen. To accentuate this process 
the academia has to join the bandwagon by 
designing a suitable curriculum that would 
address the needs of the industry besides 
providing a strong knowledge-base to 
students. Both the governments – central 
and state, and the university concerned must 
step in with a clear policy format backed 
with requisite funds. Indian Corporate world 
too must join hands with education sector 
to spend the statute fixed Corporate Social 
Responsibility (CSR) funds to empower and 
up-skill the rural-lads. The process, at end 
of the day, should produce sizable number 
of employable from rural colleges as well; 
thereby help the industry to cut down 
„on job training time‟. Expectation of the 
society is that the rural colleges that have a 
developed academic system need less time 
to fine-tune the efforts and live up to, and 
exceed expectations. Those who doesn’t, 
this is the right time to develop one. Let 
everyone in the education system – urban or 
rural – strive for the creation of world order 
where India shines by defeating the tides of 
economic patriotism of the West.

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1. Introduction

During one of his visits to India in 
2013, marketing guru and Professor at the 
North-Western University, Chicago, Philip 
Kotler addressed Indian managers and 
management students at a day-long training 
programme on the future of marketing in 
Gurgaon, near Delhi. During the interaction, 
someone asked questions - what is the 
mantra India has to follow to succeed 
in marketing? In response, Philip Kotler, 
recommended the CCD strategy. The term 
CCD stands for Creation, Communication, 
and Delivery of Value. These three can 
be considered the basic elements of a 
successful business. He mentioned it as the 
new mantra of strategic marketing.

Creation of Value is concerned with 
Product Management. The Product or 
Services offered by the business is the 
fundamental factor for marketing activities 
without which there exists no such need. A 
business should constantly try to come up 
with such products or services that are of 
better value to its buyers. It is nothing but 
the adoption of the best possible idea. 

Communication of Value concentrates 
on Brand Management. It is sum total of 
activities that make the product or service 
reach the customers so that they remember 
the product at the point of purchase. 
The brands should engage the customers 

effectively in order to convince their minds. 
Delivery of value is concerned with Customer 
Management. A business should be capable 
of delivering exactly what the customers 
want in order to meet their expectations. 
Moreover, the business should also try to 
analyse the consumption pattern with the 
data available in order to meet the exact 
needs of the customer. A business should 
maintain and improve its customer base 
over a period of time. Given this background, 
this paper was prepared to highlight the 
two issues: one, CCD framework and two, 
digital marketing during pandemic pressed 
scenario.

2. Objectives of the paper

The main objectives of this paper are to:

a.	 Understand digital marketing; and CCD 
framework under normal and pandemic 
scenarios.

b.	 Analyse rapid growth of digital marketing 
during the COVID scenario vis-à-vis 
normal times.

c.	 To suggest the measures to capitalise the 
business opportunities in the business 
scenario.

3. Digital Marketing

As a result of the massive shift, especially 
during the last two decades, towards 
adoption of information technologies in the

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business domain; the field of marketing has 
reacted to it by introducing the concept of 
Digital Marketing. The capability offered 
by the rapidly developing information 
technology segment has contributed to the 
speed, effectiveness, and affordability of the 
digitalization of marketing activities. Idea of 
digital marketing flourished with the advent 
of the Internet in the 1990s and it has 
established itself as an intrinsic and integral 
part of almost each and every business and 
can be recognized as the mainstream of 
marketing activities.

2. CCD Framework at Normal Times

The Creation of Value has been the most 
important element for every business, 
especially after the globalization of 
economies; the customer got a lot of choices 
in the market at the point of purchase. It is at 
this point, that the customer being rational 
and smart, started to choose such products 
that suited them based on factors such as 
Income level, Price, Durability, etc. This 
made businesses invest more in research 
and development for innovation of better 
products in order to stay in the market. 
Further, the businesses used to keep their 
idea secret so that other businesses do not 
copy them. The Communication of Value 
has been a constant process for businesses 
in order to keep the audience engaged. 

3. CCD during COVID Times

The Pandemic, very name indicates 
widespread disease, affected all human 
activities related to production and 
distribution. Even though businesses had 

ideas and plans for innovative products or 
services, it was not possible for them to 
bring them into reality due to the lockouts 
and restrictions in force and the fear of 
loss. Interestingly production of health, 
and sanitary and pharmaceutical products 
increased manifold. However, this period 
has led to the adoption of online substitutes 
for most products or services to the extent 
possible.

However, the impact of the pandemic has 
been not negative on brand maintenance.

Platforms like Google Meet, Zoom, 
Microsoft Teams, etc., enabled people to 
Work from Home. The demands of online 
classrooms by students have been fulfilled 
by Google Classroom, Byjus, Unacademy, 
etc., YouTube, and OTT platforms such as 
Netflix, Disney + Hotstar, Amazon Prime, 
etc., keeping people entertained during the 
lockdown with new content.

E-commerce retailers such as Flipkart, 
Amazon, etc. enabled people to take 
home delivery of goods. Thus, most of the 
activities during the period of the pandemic 
were carried out using digital devices.

Further businesses have started to believe 
that digitalization is here to stay and are 
employing digital marketing executives 
in order to reach out to their customers 
and keep them engaged with the brand 
either by direct hiring such executives or 
by outsourcing it to agencies that handle it 
on behalf of them. This has also increased 
revenues of most digital marketing agencies 
and also created employment opportunities 
in the field of marketing that require

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innovative skills for relevant content creation 
along with effective communication. Thus, 
the behaviour of the consumers has shifted 
from the impact of COVID-19, and businesses 
have understood that the customers are not 
ready to purchase something which is not of 
value to them.

and reliable advertising modes. Today, 
most of the businesses have their video or 
short video advertisements that pop up on 
the internet, social media pages handled 
by themselves or by employing someone 
for the same, and such other advertising 
ideas over digital platforms. Even the non-
descript Kiran shops of neighbourhood can 
use social media for receiving the order and 
deliver the goods and services for improving 
the business. Time has come to remove the 
conventional “Mask” and have digital mask 
to discover new frontiers of business.
